Q1.  Quantity of units. 
 
A1.  There are approximately 179 AED defibrillators within the Trust. 
 
Q2.  Make.  
 
A2.  The make is Phillips & Hewlett Packard. 
 
Q3.  Model. 
 
A3.  The models are: 
 

 Philips Efficia CM100 

 DFM100 & Heartstart XL  

 Hewlett Packard - Pagewriter Heartstart 
 
Q4. Location. 
 
A4.  AED Defibrillators are based in the following locations within the Trust: 
 

 Ulster Hospital 

 Lagan Valley Hospital 

 Downe Hospital 

 Pound Lane Clinic  

 Castlewellan Health Centre 
 
Q5. Installation/purchase date. 
 
A5. The information requested is not held on a central information system. To 

obtain this information would require a manual review of records.
